The Nile Equatorial Lakes Subsidiary Action Program Coordination Unit (NELSAP-CU) has received financing in the amount of US$ 9.5 Million from the World Bank toward the cost of the Nile Cooperation for Climate Resilience Project, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments for goods, related services and consulting services to be procured under this project. 
The project support is organized around five main thematic areas: 

· Thematic Area 1: Platform for cooperation and dialogue

· Thematic Area 2: Flood and drought risk mitigation

· Thematic Area 3: Dam safety capacity building 

· Thematic Area 4: Innovative information services for climate-resilient investment planning

· Thematic Area 5: Water quality investment plan development

Support for these thematic areas is organized into five project components that are organized according to five implementing agencies participating in project implementation to simplify fiduciary and operational elements of the project.  The proposed activities implemented by each center are prioritized based on the agencies’ mandates and strengths as well as anticipated opportunities for cooperation to facilitate Water Resources Management (WRM) and Water Resources Development (WRD) in the designated basin/sub-basin. NELSAP will implement component two (2) Improving Mechanisms for Cooperation in the Nile Equatorial Lakes (NEL) Region.

The main activities will include; (1) Consultancy services for basin-wide survey of dams and preparation of a Nile Basin dam database (2) Consultancy services for Development of the Risk index Scheme (3) Individual Consultants to: i) undertake priority trainings based on the dam safety capacity gaps existing in the region; and ii) development of a longer term dam safety training program for the NEL Region that will be informed by the training needs and capacity assessment to be conducted by ENTRO, (4) Individual Consultant to: (i) Assess the state of dam safety oversight in the Seven (7) Nile Equatorial Lakes countries; (ii) development of DSUs implementation guide, a mechanism for establishment of DSUs & a strategy on strengthening of the DSUs; and iii) Guidance for countries on establishment of DSUs for countries that do not have; (5) Individual Consultants for carrying out practical trainings based on DSUs capacity building strategy; (6) Consulting firm for carrying out  (i) Rapid mapping of frequent flash flood prone areas in the Nile Basin  (ii) Flash Flood Assessment & development of the early warning system (iii) integration of flash flood warning information into IKP (iv) Capacity Building; (7) Identification of Investment Options for Improved F&D Management; (8) Hire of the Regional Dam Safety Coordinator, (9) TA/ Water Quality Specialist for carrying out Multicriteria Analysis (MCA) and (10) TA/Modeller  for carrying out Multicriteria Analysis (MCA). Goods are small in size and will be procured under National and Shopping procedures. 
Procurement of contracts financed by the World Bank will be conducted through the procedures as specified in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Procurement under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits (current edition), and is open to all eligible bidders  as defined in the guidelines. Consulting services will be selected in accordance with the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers (current edition).
Specific procurement notices for contracts to be bid under the World Bank’s international competitive bidding (ICB) procedures and for contracts for consultancy services will be announced, as they become available, in UN Development Business and dgMarket as well as the East African Newspaper.
